There for the first time
I saw your rival, Mr Goodfellow; I should have said the rival Mr Lacy wants
to make you; do not be quite dispirited about it, for Perkin Warbeck is much
below anything I ever yet saw. Here I must ask Mr Stevens’s pardon, to whom
I have done injustice, for I think he may dispute the pass downstairs with Perkin,
and as his head seems to be the heaviest of the two, I think he has the best right
to it.—Boaden, Private Correspondence of Garrick, 1, 49.
