£80 advance cash and promised to pay nightly charges (3rd, 6th, & 9th nights)

of £60, and (2) to divide equally the remaining profits on those nights. The

agreement was drawn 27 Dec. 1746. Garrick noted on this document]: N.B. the

copy of the play is my own, and the profit arising from the printing of it. [Hoadly

seems to have received only the £100 given him by George n for dedicating the

printed copy to him.]

[Settlement for the three performances was made 6 April. Total receipts

for those nights (14, 18, 21 Feb.) was £570 111. Total expenses were £182 21.

(including £2 2s. for the licensing). The profit of £388 9s. was equally divided

and Garrick received his £194 41. 6d. on that day. He had received the other £80

the day before the play opened, 11 Feb. 1747.
