The Pros were a very great majority, and at last after a contest of better than
% an hour, the victory was over and the piece was performed. I think it contains
many good sentiments, and excellent instruction to young men and is not un-
worthy of Mr Colman. If vice must not be exposed to hatred and contempt, the
usefulness of our theatres is at an end. Only I think the Covent Garden pleasures
are represented in too favourable a light. When all was over Powell came on the
stage and thanked the audience for their generous protection (Neville MS Diary).
