Robin and his pursuers in full chace—the
commencement of the Story of the Prince of Arragon, and the Earl of Nottingham’s
Daughter. The Entree of the Two Giants—the Challenge to Combat.

SCENE 1X. Pollard Wood. Song by the Damsel, imploring Robin Hood’s aid to
rescue the Princess.

SCENE X. The Earl of Nottingham, his Daughter, and the Count discovered—
Giants, Pigmies, &c—Robin vanquishes the Prince of Arragon—the Grand Dance
of Warriors in the Field of Combat.
